The National Biodiesel Board makes recommendations to consumers to make sure that you know what 
biodiesel is and that any biodiesel fuel that is purchased meets the ASTM specification for pure biodiesel 
(ASTM D 6751). This biodiesel product information is essential for those who are considering blending pure 
biodiesel with diesel fuel. The specification for biodiesel is designed to ensure that consumers will not 
experience operational problems (especially accidents!) from the fuel's use. Make sure that the merchant who 
sells you this biodiesel can provide you with written assurance that the biodiesel meets this specification.
